“As your Police and Crime Commissioner (PCC) 
for Avon and Somerset I am responsible for 
setting the amount of money you contribute to 
local policing through the council tax.

This year (2023/24) the council tax policing precept, 
which is the part of your bill that goes towards funding 
your local police service, will increase by £15 for the year 
if you have a band D property – this amounts to an extra 
£1.25 a month.

Asking you to pay more was a tough decision because I 
do not underestimate the impact that the cost-of-living 
crisis is having on people as household bills continue 
to rise. However, as your PCC I have to consider the 
challenges facing the police service and ensure that we 
provide the maximum resources available to support 
delivery of an effi cient and effective police service for all 
our communities.

The increase will help Avon and Somerset Police to 
deliver my Police & Crime Plan and will mean that the 
savings that need to be made next year will have less of 
an impact on frontline services.”
