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Free Entitlement Nursery Funding– Information Sheet
For Childminders and Early Years Providers delivering childcare for 2, 3 and 4 year olds in South Gloucestershire 
Am I eligible to claim?
You must be OFSTED registered and be able to comply with the T&C’s as laid out in the Provider Agreement. 
You must be able to deliver up to 15 hours of childcare per week, over a minimum of 2 days, to eligible children.
*You can provide more childcare than this but ‘universal’ funding is limited to a maximum of 15 hours per week for 38 weeks of the year and for those who qualify an additional 15 ‘extended’ hour’s up to a maximum of 30 per week if approved through HMRC.
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How do you work out my early years funding entitlement?
To do this we look at:

· The number of children you are caring for
· The number of hours you provide per child per week (*maximum fund of 15 or 30 hours if they have a valid eligibility code)
· Hours per child x £ funding per hour

How are the terms set out?

The year is divided into 3 terms:

· Spring 1Jan-31 March (12 weeks max funding 180 hours or 360 if eligible to 30 hours)
· Summer 1April-31 August  (13 weeks max funding 195 hours or 390 if eligible to 30 hours)
· Autumn 1Sept-31 Dec (13 weeks max funding 195 hours or 390 if eligible to 30 hours)
How do I claim?

You are required to register with SGC, by completing the following forms:
· BACs Authorisation– to enable us to make payment into your bank account

· Provider Agreement - sign and complete pages 26 & 27
· Parental declarations (EY4P) – to sign along with the parent/carer and keep at your setting

· Provider Portal request for user account 

During the term you are expected to complete the following online portal tasks - you will receive automated email alerts when these are issued:

· Forecast - this is an estimate of the total hours you expect to provide during the term

· Actual Headcount – this is the actual total hours you provided during a term

· Headcount Amendment -this is for any adjustments you need to make to your actual claim at the end of the term. e.g. a child leaves/joins mid term
What are the rates of pay?

Childminders:

· 2yr olds £5.51ph
· 3 & 4yr olds £4.42ph

Providers:

· 2yr olds £5.51ph

· 3 & 4yr olds £4.28ph
