2.4. Brief description of your project and what you require S106 funding for

Smithtown Council want to expand and enhance the Station Road play area to increase the capacity
families who can use the site, and enhance the play experience by providing new and improved play
equipment for a wider range of ages and abilities.

Currently the equipment on site consists of small pieces of play equipment for primarily younger child
This was funded by a local community grant in 2013.

Smithtown Council has consulted with residents around the play area, including residents from the O
Estate where S106 funding has been secured. Our aim is now to implement the next phase of play
improvements at out Station Road site though the installation of additional play equipment including ¢
rope swings, a new spider web climbing feature, a zip wire and play pods. The new equipment will
increase the opportunity for a wide age-range of children and attract new families to use the facility.

The additional equipment will provide opportunities for more children to engage in challenging and
adventurous play from pre-school age up to 14.




2.5. Explain and provide evidence of the need for your project and opportunities it will deliver
Smithtown Parish Council completed a public consultation in 2016 during which a plan for the Station
play area was developed with the Smithtown community. This consultation included residents from th
recently developed Orchard Road estate from which S106 funding has been secured.
Consultation responses recorded the need to enhance the play facility at Station Road to include play
for all ages. Comments identified the need to a wider range of stimulative play equipment providing g
play value for all. The play area should be securely fenced to keep dogs out - though fencing should
imaginative and attractive design if possible.
Smithtown Parish Council carried out further public consultation (October 2017) when different types
equipment was presented to residents. Residents were encouraged to vote for their favourite options
results from which have been used to put together play improvement proposals for the Orchard Roac
Residents also identified the need for informal play - logs / tree sculptures and other informal features
equipment that can be safely climbed on and jumped off or sat on.
Bins and seating for families using the play area was also identified.
A fenced area with natural play suitable for forest school activities was very popular, fencing being re
keep dogs out of this area.
